Why Has God Appointed Me?

The actual mission for which God has appointed me is to remove the
estrangement that has come between man and his Creator and to re-establish a
relationship of love and sincerity between him and his Lord. He has also
appointed me to put a stop to religious wars by proclaiming the truth, to create
religious harmony, to reveal the religious truths that have long remained hidden
from mortal eyes, and to display the true spirituality that lies submerged under
the darkness of selfish passions. I have also been sent to demonstrate
practically, and not just in words, how Divine powers enter man, and how they
are manifested through prayers and concentration. But, first and foremost, I have
been sent to re-establish forever the lost belief in the Unity of God—Tawhid—
which is pure and luminous and unadulterated by any form of idolatry. All this
will not come about by my power, but by the Mighty hand of the Lord of the
heavens and the earth.

God Almighty desires to draw all those who live in various habitations of the
world, be it Europe or Asia, and who have virtuous nature, to the Unity of God and
unite His servants under one Faith.

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Extracts from the Friday Sermon delivered by

Hazrat Khalifa-tul-Masih V (May Allah be his Helper)
on 20" March 2020 at Mubarak Mosque Islamabad
Tilford, UK

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: Three days from now is the 231d of March, the date on
which the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) formally took the oath of allegiance, announced

his claim of being the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) and formally laid the foundation of
Jama‘at Ahmadiyya. In Jama‘at Ahmadiyya, this day is known as “Yaum-e-Masth-Mau‘ad”. To
commemorate this day, Jalsas are held to shed light on the Promised Messiah’s claim and the
purpose of his coming. Today I will read out some extracts from the writings of the Promised
Messiah (Peace be upon him) in this regard. Since many countries will not be able to hold Jalsa
Yaum-e-Masth-Mau‘tid due to the pandemic, Ahmadis should listen carefully to my sermon and
also to the programs that will be broadcast on MTA to commemorate the occasion.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) was sent to the
world as a servant of the Holy Prophet (May Allah’s Blessings be upon him) for the purpose of
spreading the Holy Prophet’s message to the whole world. The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon
him) says, “I invoke Allah’s blessings upon the Holy Prophet (May Allah’s Blessings be upon him),
because it was for his sake that Allah established this Jama‘at, and all these blessings and signs of
Divine support are but a gift of the Holy Prophet (May Allah’s Blessings be upon him)....

I will say this openly and clearly—and this is my faith and my creed—that no human being can
attain spiritual grace and blessings except by obeying the Holy Prophet (May Allah’s Blessings be
upon him) and following in his footsteps.”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: Allah sent the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) for
the reformation of the world on account of the spiritual grace and blessings he had received from
the Holy Prophet (May Allah’s Blessings be upon him). He was sent by Allah to revive the glory
and majesty of Islam in the world.

The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) says, “God has sent me to reform mankind.”



The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) said, “Brothers, it was incumbent upon me to explain to
you what you had misunderstood. Had you been already on the right path, there would be no need of
my coming. I have said before that I have come for reformation of

this ummah in the manner of the Son of Mary. The reason I have come in his likeness is that my
mission is similar to his. After his appearance, the Messiah freed the Jews from many of their false
and baseless doctrines. One of these was that they awaited the return of the Prophet Elijah, just as
the Muslims of this day await the coming of Son of Mary, the Prophet of Allah. Thus, by declaring
that the Prophet Elijah would not return from heaven and that John was the Elijah, and whoever
wanted should accept him, thus, Messiah corrected their error. He told them the truth even though,
as a result, the Israelites labelled him an apostate. The same was the treatment meted out to me the
like-of-the Messiah and I too was called an apostate. Is this a minor resemblance?”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) did not only
address the Muslims, rather he addressed people of all nations and religions and told them of his
importance to them. The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) said, “Let it be clear that the
purpose of my advent in the present age is not for the reformation of the Muslims alone; rather, |
have come to reform the people of all the three religions: Muslims, Christians and Hindus. Just as
God has appointed me the Promised Messiah for the Muslims and Christians, so am I the Avatar for
the Hindus....For the past twenty years I have been proclaiming that, just as I have appeared in the
spirit of the Messiah, Son of Mary, for the purpose of removing sins which have filled the earth, so
have I come as Raja Krishna who was one of the most revered Avatars of the Hindu faith. In other
words, spiritually speaking, I am the same person, nor is this my own fancy or speculation, rather
the God of heaven and earth has revealed this to me, and not only once but many times, that for the
Hindus I am Krishna, and for the Muslims and Christians I am the Promised Messiah.”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: Explaining the significance of his coming, the Promised
Messiah (Peace be upon him) says, “Allah has great degree of reverence for His religion. Therefore,
in His wisdom, He has sent a man right at the head of the century which was marked with
corruption in order to invite people towards guidance.”

The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) says, “In the past if anyone from among the Muslims
turned apostate, there would be such hue and cry, but today Islam has been so trodden under the
feet that up to a hundred thousand people have become apostatesa.

The pure and holy religion of Islam is attacked so freely that thousands of books have
been published containing foul language against our Holy Prophet (May Allah’s
Blessings be upon him). If all the material that is published against Islam were to be
piled up in one place, it would form a mountain. The Muslims are in such a sorry state
that it seems as if they are all dead. If God had remained silent even at this time, what
would have happen then? God’s one onslaught is mightier than a thousand onslaughts [of
man] and can bring about the dominance of Islam.”

The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) says, “God is All-Knowing and All-Seeing,
and He has adopted a method that will destroy the enemy.” Again, the Promised Messiah
(Peace be upon him) says, “The actual mission for which God has appointed me is to
remove the estrangement that has come between man and his Creator and re-establish the
relationship of love and sincerity between him and his Lord. God has also appointed me
to put a stop to religious wars by proclaiming the truth, to create religious harmony, to



reveal the religious truths that have long remained hidden from mortal eyes, and to display the true
spirituality that is submerged under the darkness of selfish passions. I have also been sent to
demonstrate practically, and not just in words, how Divine powers enter man and how they are
manifested through prayer and concentration. But, first and foremost, I have been sent to re-
establish forever the lost belief in the Unity of God that is pure and luminous and unadulterated by
any form of idolatry. All this will not come about by my power but by the Mighty hand of the Lord
of heaven and earth. While God has taken upon Himself the task of my spiritual training and has
inspired me, through His revelation, with a zeal to bring about this reformation, He has also
prepared hearts that are ready to accept my words. Ever since God sent me, a great revolution has
begun to take shape in the world.”

Then the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) says, “Happy and blessed is he whose heart is pure
and who desires the manifestation of Divine grandeur, for God gives priority to such people over
others. As for those who oppose me, God will decide between us. He sees the hearts and knows
which one is filled with ostentation and worldliness, and which is full of zeal and anguish for God.
Remember, spirituality is never attained until the hearts are purified. When the heart is purified, it
attains a special power for spiritual growth and all the means necessary for this are provided.”

Advising his Jama‘at, the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) says, “My last word to you is to
protect your faith, lest you show heedlessness and arrogance and be counted in the eyes of God as
rebellious. Look, God came to your help at the time when you needed it. Strive, therefore, to reap all
the good fortune. God saw from His Heaven that the one He honoured was trampled under people’s
feet and that the Prophet who was the best of all the Prophets was ridiculed and called a liar and

fabricator, and that his Word, the Holy Qur’an, was reviled. And so He remembered His promise
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“Verily, We Ourself have sent down this Exhortation, and most surely We will be its
Guardian.” [15:10]

Today is the day of the fulfilment of this promise. God has shown you with powerful onslaughts and
all kinds of signs that this Jama‘at has been established by Him. Therefore, O progeny of Muslims!
Do not denigrate the works of God.” Thus the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) warned people
against opposing the one that was sent by Allah. When Allah has sent him, He will also help him and
show signs in his support. The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) says, “A Warner came unto
the world, but the world accepted him not; yet God shall accept him and demonstrate his truthfulness
with powerful signs.”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: Today the Ahmadiyya Jama‘at, which is spread over more
than 200 countries, is witness that Allah is continuing to demonstrate the truth of the Promised
Messiah (Peace be upon him). May Allah enable us to be among those who strive to promote his
mission and may He grant us strength of faith and the ability to fulfil our obligations. Amin.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: In the light of current coronavirus pandemic, I have already
given some instructions and I would like to remind the Jama‘at that the virus



is spreading very fast and is now having a severe impact here [in the UK] too. The
government has been forced to take strong measures. Epidemics and pestilences affect
everyone, therefore, everyone needs to be very careful and follow government directives.
Elderly people should try not go out of their homes and should also be careful about coming to
the mosques and try to offer their prayers in their local mosques. In order to enhance the
immune system it is important to rest and have the required amount of sleep. Adults require
six to seven hours of sleep and children require eight to ten hours. Also, try not to eat
processed foods because they also cause infections to spread, especially chips that are sold in
packets. These should be avoided because they slowly weaken the body.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: Doctors are also urging people to drink more
water and to keep their hands clean. If you can’t find sanitizers then keep washing your
hands. Like I said before, performing Wudi carefully five times a day is a good means of
keeping clean. If you happen to sneeze, whether in the mosque or at home, keep a
handkerchief on your nose or cover it with your elbow. In short, cleanliness is crucial and
should be adhered to.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: Prayer is the ultimate resort. Let us pray that Allah
may save us all from this epidemic. Also pray for Ahmadis who have been diagnosed with
it or who the doctors think might have it or who are suffering from any other disease. We
should also pray for the world in general that Allah may save it from the epidemic and
grant cure to those who are sick. May Allah grant health to every Ahmadi and increase
them in faith and conviction. Amin.

In light of the recent coronavirus pandemic, Hazoor (aba) presented
some opinions of the secular world who have commented on this
outhreak.

Extracts from the Friday Sermon
Hadrat Khalifa-tul-Masth V (May Allah be his helper)
29" May Mubarak Mosque
Islamabad Tilford, UK

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) says,
“I am grateful to Allah for having blessed me with a loyal and devoted Jama“at. It is my
experience that whenever I have made an appeal to them for any purpose, they come
forward with great enthusiasm and desire to excel one another to the best of their ability.
I find in them true sincerity, love and devotion.”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: We have witnessed countless examples of sincerity
and devotion among the Companions of the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him). These
accounts are often related by members of old Ahmadi families. They are also found in the
literature of the Jama‘at and in the sermons and addresses of the Khulafa’. Such loyalty and
sincerity is the hallmark of this Jama‘at and it is the guarantee of itsunity.

When, after having been informed by God, the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him)
told the Jama“at that the time for him to leave the world was near, he also raised their
spirits by giving them glad-tiding of Khilafat that would come after him. In his book
Al-Wasiyyat he writes: “It is essential for you to witness the Second Manifestation. It’s
coming is better for you because it will last till the Day of Judgement. But the Second
Manifestation cannot come until I depart. And when I depart, God will send that second
Manifestation for you and it shall stay with you forever.”

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: In keeping with this Divine promise, the system
of Khilafat was established after the demise of the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him).
The relationship of the members of the Jama‘at with Khilafat is one of total sincerity and
devotion, regardless of whether they are new Ahmadis or old Ahmadis, young or old, men
or women, and even Ahmadis living in far-off lands who have never even met the Khalifa.
As soon as a message of Khalifatul Masth reaches them, they do their utmost accordingly.
They express their love and devotion in amazing ways. These are practical demonstrations
of the fulfilment of God’s promise. The love of Khilafat for the Jama‘at, and that of the
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Jama“‘at for the Khalifa is proof of God’s help and succour.

This is not just a claim, for it is substantiated by hundreds of thousands of examples
which, if they were to be compiled,

would fill numerous volumes.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) cited some instances of the way in which Ahmadis
have expressed their love and devotion to Khilafat ever since the demise of the Promised
Messiah (Peace be upon him) that took place 112 years ago. Huzoor (May Allah be his

Helper) said: The opponents thought that Ahmadiyyat would come to an end after the
demise of the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him). But what has actual happened is
that the Jama‘at’s devotion to Khilafat and to the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him)
has continued to grow. This was bound to happen for it had been prophesied by the Holy
Prophet (May Allah’s Blessings be upon him) himself. Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper)
cited the following examples in this regard.

The Editor of Al-Badr wrote the following in the context of the illness of Hadrat Khalifatul
Masih I (May Allah be pleased with him): These days we are receiving many letters from
members of the Jama‘at. In response to these letters, Hadrat Khalifatul Masth said: “I pray
for all those who write to wish me recovery.” The Editor wrote: The lovers of Khilafat are
expressing their love in amazing ways. Hakim Muhammad Hussain Sahib Quraishi writes:
One day I prayed to God, “O Lord, the needs of the time of Noah were limited. But only
You know of the needs that are before us today. Hear our prayers, therefore, and grant our
Imam a life as long as that of Noah.”

One day Hadrat 'Abdullah of Khiwa Bajwah Sahib was sitting in the company of Hadrat
Khalifatul Masth [ (May Allah be pleased with him) and he said to Huzoor (May Allah be

pleased with him), “Please tell me something that I can do.” Hadrat Khalifatul Masth I
(May Allah be pleased with him) replied “I am not aware of anything that you have not

already done. All that remains for you now is to memorize the Holy Qur’an.” Thus,

"Abdullah Sahib, who was about 65-years-old at that time, started to memorize the Holy

Qur’an and completed it. Such was the eagerness of these people to obey the instructions

of Khalifatul Masih.

When the Shuddhi movement was in full swing, Hadrat Khalifatul Masth II (May Allah
be pleased with him) became very much disturbed by these events. In one of his sermons
Hadrat Musleh Mau‘td (May Allah be pleased with him) instructed Ahmadis to go ©
these areas on their own expenditure and try to bring back those people to Islam who had
become Hindus. The Jama‘at responded to this with great fervour. Highly qualified
people, government employees, teachers, traders, and members from every walk of life
went to preach in those areas. As a result of these efforts, thousands once again returned
to the worship of the One God.
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Mahr Mukhtar Ahmad Sahib was a devoted Ahmadi from Khanewal District. In 1974,
during the Khilafat of Hadrat Khalifatul Masih III (May Allah shower His mercy upon
him), the opponents of the Jama‘at made life very difficult for him. Because he was also
a prolific preacher, his own family opposed him and boycotted him. But this made him
even more firm in his faith and he started preaching even more. Consequently, the
opponents also increased their persecution of him. Mahr Sahib then sold his agriculture
land and shifted to Rabwah where he acquired some land on contract and started growing
crops. When he met Hadrat Khalifatul Masih III (May Allah shower His mercy upon him)
and told him how he had sold his land and shifted to Rabwah, Huzoor (May Allah be his
Helper) did not approve of this and said that he should not have abandoned his own area.
Mahr Sahib then returned to Khanewal and re-acquired the land at a higher price that he
had sold earlier. After that he came to see Hadrat Khalifatul Masth and told him that he

had done as Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) had instructed. Huzoor (May Allah be his
Helper) was very pleased with this, and Mahr Sahib would always be overjoyed to
remember this incident.

Hadrat Khalifatul Masth IV (May Allah shower His mercy upon him) said: The
extraordinary transformation brought by the Jama“‘at in Africa was a result of the sacrifices
of old missionaries. Some very influential Ahmadis told me that even they did not have a
true idea of how far their people had grown in their love for Ahmadiyyat and how they
were willing to give maximum time to spread its message. One such gentleman told me
that he could never have imagined that his country would extend such assistance and such
love to the Khalifa of the Jama‘at. It was beyond his imagination. He said that only heads
of states were given such treatment. He said that this was not a result of the Jama‘at’s
efforts but was happening through some unseen power, which is surely the power of Allah.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: During my Khilafat I visited Nigeria in 2004. It
was a two-day tour that had not been planned beforehand. But after going there I realised
that it would not have been right if [ had not visited Nigeria. Jalsa Salana Nigeria had been
held just a few days earlier and had been attended by a large number of people, therefore
it was thought that not many would be able to come from far flung areas on this occasion.
But it so happened that 30,000 people gathered in order to see me only for two hours, and
their expressions of love and devotion could only be seen to be believed. Such expressions
of love from people who had not even seen the Khalifa before was indeed unbelievable.
During the closing prayer, men and women were crying with such anguish that only God
could have produced such love in their hearts.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: In 2008 I visited Ghana. The Jama‘at had bought
about 500 hectares of land and most Ahmadi men and women had gathered there before
my arrival. The land had previously been used as a poultry farm which had been turned
into an accommodation with minor changes, but it was still very congested.
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Despite all this, no one made any complaint. Many of those who attended the Jalsa were
affluent businessmen and teachers and doing other jobs. If someone did not find
accommodation indoors, he would lay down his mat and sleep outdoors. The Ghanaian
people are generally known for their patience, but on this occasion they showed
extraordinary perseverance. When someone asked the people who were sleeping in the
open that it must have been difficult for them, they said that they had come to attend the
Jalsa in the presence of the Khalifa, and that minor inconveniences did not matter to
them.

About three thousand people from Burkina Faso also attended the Jalsa, including 300
Khuddam who had travelled on bicycles. Because of the large numbers, some of them
could not get food. Later I told their missionary to apologize to them for this and to make
sure that it did not happen again. When the apology was conveyed to them, they said that
they had achieved the purpose for which they had come, and that food did not matter
because they eat food every day.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: These examples are not of born-Ahmadis or
children of the Companions of the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him), rather they are
people living thousands of miles away in places that do not even have proper roads. They

accepted Ahmadiyyat only a few years ago and yet they showed such devotion as to leave
one wonderstruck. We should always keep praying that Allah may continue to increase us
in our sincerity and devotion.

Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) said: These are just a few examples that make it clear
that only God can inspire people’s hearts with such devotion and sincerity, and that no
worldly power can take this away from them. The Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him)
had said that we would see Allah’s promises to him coming true. Most of us have indeed
seen them come true.

At the end of the sermon, Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper) announced that from 27%
May 2020, which is Khilafat Day, MTA channels have started broadcasting in a new
sequence according to different regions of the world. Huzoor (May Allah be his Helper)
read out the details of these 8 channels and said: May Allah bless this new system and
enable MTA to convey the message of Islam wider and farther. Amin.
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Food Packs di's‘tribution to People struggling due to
COVID19

As COVID-19 put many people into lockdown and has caused economic suffering, Majlis
Ansarullah Australia stepped up in this time of need. Service to Humanity is at the core of
Islamic belief. The Holy prophet (saw) was the most generous in the month of Ramadhan than
any other month. The promised messiah has also strongly instructed all Ahmadis to serve
Humanity regardless of colour, creed and religion.

In light of this, Majlis Ansarullah Australia prepared food packs containing daily good items
to be donated to the elderly and those in need during this difficult time.

Food packs were donated to Riverstone Neighbourhood Centre and in Blacktown Alpha Park
Hall. 12 Ansar members were involved in buying, packing and delivering these supplies. Food
packs included some essentials for people and families for up to 1-2 weeks and included
Noodles, Coffee, Weet Bix, Pasta and Sauce, Biscuits and Hand Sanitiser.

Food Packs were well received and appreciated by the community centres as they focus on
providing for those most in needy around the area of Masjid Bait-ul-Huda.
