Friday Sermon delivered by
Hazrat Mirza Masroor Ahmad& on December 16th 2022

The Principles of Prayer & the Need for
Humility & Steadfastness

After reciting Tashahhud, Ta'awwuz and Surah al-Fatihah, His Holiness, Hazrat Mirza Masroor
Ahmad®@? said that many people ask regarding prayer. Especially today, many people question
prayer and God. In fact, it seems that there are organised attacks against God by atheists. People
are being taken away from God. In such circumstances, even our people fall prey to such satanic
thoughts and make them doubtful regarding prayer, God, and their faith.

Doubts Regarding Prayer

His Holiness®? said that in the face of trial or failure, those who are weak of faith or the less
knowledgeable think that either their faith is false and there is no truth to it or that God will not have
mercy on them and take them out of their sufferings; they feel that God is cruel to them due to their
circumstances. They feel that despite having prayed, their circumstances are not improving.

His Holiness(®® said that such questions and doubts arise in the minds of those who are more inclined
to the world. Many such people write to His Holiness(® as well, expressing their negative opinions.
Instead, one ought to reflect on themselves and evaluate how well they are fulfilling the rights of God,
and what the standard of their worship is. His Holiness@?) said that today, he would speak about
prayer and its philosophy, its etiquettes, our responsibility, the need for prayer and certainty in God
in light of the writings of the Promised Messiah®),
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Prayer Must be Performed in Times of Comfort and Distress

His Holiness@® quoted the Promised Messiah®) who said that it is due to the mercy of Allah that one
is fearful during times of comfort just as he is fearful during times of distress. He who does not forget
God Almighty during times of ease is not forgotten by God Almighty during times of hardship.
However, those who spend their time of ease in enjoyment and only resort to prayer in hardship, their
prayers are not accepted. When the punishment of God comes, then the doors of the acceptance of
prayers are closed.

Truly pious are those who remain in the state of prayer before such punishment comes upon them,
who gives alms, fulfils the commandments of God and is kind to God’s creation.

The Promised Messiah®® further states that a tree is distinguished by its fruits in the same way that
a pious person is distinguished by his virtues.

His Holines®? said that one should never forget God, and if one is fulfilling this right, then God
Almighty says such a person from hardship. Our worldly engagements should not take us away from
worshipping and praying to God Almighty.

Praying to God Requires Reverence

Whilst further elaborating on how one should beseech God Almighty, the etiquettes of prayer and
how God Almighty has imparted these etiquettes to us Himself, the Promised Messiah®® states that
praying to God Almighty demands reverence. When people ask something of their king, they make
sure to revere him. It is for this reason that we call upon the attributes of Allah and praise Him in Surah
al-Fatihah. We call him worthy of all praise, Rahman (Gracious) and Rahim (Merciful). Rahim means
that he does not allow for true effort to go to waste. Furthermore, we address God Almighty as the
Master of the Day of Judgement, for He will be the Judge on that day.

Once we truly recognise God Almighty to be present, then we beseech him to show us the right path;
a path that is straight. There is a path upon which people tread, but their efforts are wasted. On the
other hand, there is another path upon which all the efforts of the individual are rewarded. Thereafter,
we pray to be guided upon the path of those who have been rewarded. Furthermore, we seek
protection from the path of those who have angered God Almighty and have gone astray.

The Promised Messiah®® further states that when we pray for guidance to the right path, it includes
all worldly and spiritual paths. For instance, a doctor cannot treat a patient without treading on the
right path. Similarly, all professions and success require one to tread on the right path, and this can
only be achieved if one has a relationship with Allah.

The Etiquettes of Prayer

When the Promised Messiah®®® was saying this, a person in the audience asked what need the
prophets had for such a prayer. Why did the Holy Prophet®® have to offer such a prayer? He was
always on the right path. The Promised Messiah®® said that the prophets would offer this prayer to
attain a higher rank. In fact, a believer will offer this prayer in the hereafter as well; just as there are
no limits to God Almighty, there are no limits to the progress a believer can make.

His Holiness®? said that these are the principles and etiquettes of prayer that should be kept in view
whilst praying. If one does this, then they are able to experience the closeness of Allah the Almighty
and learn how to pray for their needs before Him.
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Regarding prayer and its etiquettes, His Holiness@®? quotes the Promised Messiah®) who further
states that prayer is an extraordinary thing. However, it is unfortunate that those who ask for prayers
and those who offer prayers in this era are unaware of the ways to attain the acceptance of prayers.
In fact, they are far removed from the philosophy of prayer. Some reject prayer from the get go, while
others move away from prayer because they are oblivious to the methods of having their prayers
accepted. Such people have brought others toward atheism. For successful prayer, one should be
patient and steadfast and not think ill of God. It is often seen that when a supplicant is about to attain
the object of his prayer, he tires and gives up. Owing to this, they reject prayer and eventually
renounce their belief in God. They claim that if God actually existed, then He would have surely
accepted the many prayers they offered. Such a person should ponder over their lack of faith and
persistence, because that is the true cause of their failure. One must not be hasty and strengthen
their faith.

One Must Persevere and not Haste in Prayer

The Promised Messiah®® states that one should never tire. The case of a supplicant is similar to a
farmer who plants a seed in the ground. He plants a perfectly edible seed into the ground, yet no one
can comprehend that this seed is now taking the shape of a growing plant. Within a few days, that
seed begins to sprout. From the moment that seed was planted in the ground, it began its preparations
to become a plant. An inexperienced child would question why the seed does not become a plant
and produce fruits right away. On the other hand, the farmer, through his experience, knows that this
process requires time. The same process is required for prayer. Prayer needs nourishment, but those
who are hasty never see the fruit of their prayer.

In regard to the patience of a true supplicant, the Promised Messiah®® states that many people never
witness the result of their prayers because they are unaware of the stages of prayer that must be
crossed. They become hasty and are not patient. God Almighty works gradually. It has never
happened that a person marries today and has a child the next. Although God Almighty is All-
Powerful, yet he has instituted laws to govern the world.

Everyone is aware of the many steps that must be taken to have a child, many of which are
painstaking and difficult. Up until four months of pregnancy, nothing is certain. Doctors (according to
the technology at that time) could only take scans after 12 weeks.

The Promised Messiah®®) further states that once a child is born, the mother is also reborn. A mother
endures many pains to give birth to the child, and only after bearing pain and hardship does she find
happiness in her child. In the same manner, in prayer, one must

endure and be patient and not be quick to tire. After remaining persistent, one will witness the result
of their prayers.

His Holiness@? said that only after evaluating oneself can one come to terms with whether they have
prayed earnestly or not. The Promised Messiah®® further states that one must continue to pray for a
long period, after which God Almighty manifests to them. It has been observed that when a beggar
remains steadfast at someone’s door, is persistent in his begging and emotional, he is able to
convince even the most miserly person. Should a supplicant not be at least as persistent as such a
beggar? God Almighty can never turn away a supplicant who is persistently beseeching Him.

A person who is hasty is always at a loss, and some even become atheists as a result. There is no
power greater than God Almighty. He made the Arabs kings of the world, whereas before they were
nothing. If one devotes themselves completely to God, then they can attain anything in the world.



The Promised Messiah®) further states that it was the sincerity and loyalty of Abraham®® that granted
him the status that he attained. He prayed that a great prophet should emerge from among his
progeny in Arabia. No one could tell how that prayer would manifest, but it was fulfilled with grandeur
in the form of the advent of the Holy Prophet(2,

His Holiness@? said that keeping this guidance in view, one should not only pray during hardship but
also in times of ease and comfort.

The Link of the Body with the Soul in Relation to Prayer

Then, His Holiness@? quoted the Promised Messiah®®), who explained that prayer requires a bond
between the body and spirit. He states that if prayer and other forms of worship like fasting are devoid
of sincerity and honesty, then it is of no consequence. Many mystics and monks perform a great deal
of rituals that cause them pain, however there are no results. They perform physical exercises and
rituals that have no effect on their soul. For this reason, Allah the Almighty states in the Holy Qur’an:

Their flesh reaches not Allah, nor does their blood, but it is your righteousness that reaches Him. (The
Holy Quran, 22:38)

In reality, Allah the Almighty is not pleased with an empty shell, rather He desires the crux. Prayers
must not be empty, rather they must hold a true spirit supplication. The Promised Messiah®® further
states that now the question arises, what is the need for offering prayer when it is only the spirit behind
it that reaches God? One could simply offer prayers in their heart with sincerity and there would be
no need for ritualistic prayers. The answer to this is that those who cease bodily actions cannot
employ their soul and spirit. On the other hand, if one only uses their body and physical means, they
too are gravely mistaken. The body and soul are connected; if a person cries artificially, he will
eventually become truly emotional, and if one smiles artificially, the one will eventually become happy.
Similar is the case of prayer. If the body exhibits humility, the prayer will also embody that same spirit.
An empty prostration is futile unless it is accompanied by true humility. It is for this reason that
prostration is the pinnacle of prayer. Animals display this as well.

His Holiness@®? states that the body also manifests what is being felt by the soul. If the soul is
distressed, then the body also shows signs of fatigue and weariness. The Promised
Messiah®® further states that the physical and spiritual realms run in tandem. Therefore, it is
necessary that whilst praying, one should demonstrate their humility through their actions. Even if at
firstitis artificial, yet it slowly develops into something sincere. As a result, one will not only go to God
Almighty in a time of need, but will remain at God’s threshold all the time.

Sacrificing One’s Comfort to Attain Delight in Prayer

The Promised Messiah®® further states all pleasure and comfort comes after pain. It is for this reason
that the Holy Quran states:

Aye, surely there is ease after hardship. (The Holy Qur'an, 94:7)

Thus, if one does not find pleasure in prayer, they should evaluate whether they have endured
hardship and pain for their prayers. One should be mindful of all the requirements of prayer and offer
them on time. Furthermore, one should sacrifice their sleep for prayer.

His Holiness@? stated that sometimes, people do not put effort into their own prayers and think that
their problems will be solved if they request others to pray for them. Such people do not even offer
their five daily prayers regularly. In this regard, a son asked for the Promised Messiah®) to pray for
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his father. In response, the Promised Messiah®) advised that he should pray earnestly himself. If he
prayed himself, only then would the prayers of the Promised Messiah® be of benefit to him.

The Promised Messiah®® further states that when a person takes pain upon himself and forsakes the
things that displease God, then such a person will be able to impact their soul. Such hardships
endured for the sake of God will impact the soul, and this will allow for the soul to truly supplicate
to God. Some people play instruments or dance around as worship. Although these things are

enjoyable, they have no impact on the soul. Other nations are oblivious to this because they have not
understood the true philosophy of prayer.

Furthermore, the Promised Messiah®® states that Abraham was loyal and sincere to God, thus he
was rewarded with a high rank. Sincerity to God requires a sort of death, and only after accepting
that death can one be devoted to God. Idolatry is not limited to worshipping a tree or stone, rather,
anything that impedes us from attaining the love of God leads to idolatry. Everyone has made idols
within themselves, and it is only when one forsakes everything for God that they are able to free
themselves from idolatry.

When Abraham®®) agreed to sacrifice his son for God Almighty, then God Almighty protected him
from all sorts of pain. He was thrown into the fire but it could not burn him. All of this is the result of
both the body and soul; there must be a connection, otherwise prayers devoid of this are in vain.

The Promised Messiah®® further states that everything has its own time. One who tries to achieve
something in a time that is inappropriate will certainly fall to failure. At the time of hardship, when one
resorts to prayer, it is certainly possible that more trials come upon a person. The case of Moses®® is
a prime example of this. When he sought to ease the struggles of his people, they were increased
manifold. Moses® advised his people to be patient, but they became even more restless. Finally,
they were commanded to migrate. At that instance, the Pharaoh pursued them, and the people fell
into despair thinking that they would be caught. However, Moses®) had faith that his God was with
him. They were made to cross the Nile River safely, and the Pharaoh met his end. This is the way in
which Allah the Almighty helps His true supplicants. Nonetheless, before such help appears, one is
subjected to trials that at times seem unbearable.

The Promised Messiah®® states that one should be humble and supplicate to Allah the Almighty with
pain and restlessness. In fact, praying with pain and emotion is a sign that one’s prayer will be
accepted. Thus, one should not think ill of God and fall into despair. Rather, one should try to pray
and supplicate with pain and humility even in times of ease and comfort, instead of only in times of
hardship.

The Promised Messiah®) states that a believer should always be active and not fall prey to laziness.
One should be passionate about performing good deeds and excelling in virtues.

In the end, His Holiness®®® said that we should pray for the Ahmadis in Pakistan and in other parts
of the world such as Algeria who are facing cruelties and discrimination. His Holiness@® prayed that
may Allah protect Ahmadis all across the world and nullify the attacks and efforts of the enemy.

Annual Progress Report 2022

The summary of the progress during 2022 for various departments is presented here:
1. Preamble

After a difficult years of 2020 and 2021 when COVID Variant Delta Virus had most
of our activities curtailed, year 2022 looked good as COVID started losing its grip
and Government restrictions were gradually lifted. We then began our usual
activities of meeting face to face in April 2022 though precautions continued in our
gatherings like face masks and social distancing.

2. Ansarullah Guest House

In view of the ever-expanding needs of Jama’at and Maijlis Ansarullah in particular, we have
been searching for a property to meet our following needs:

* Ansarullah offices
* Ansarullah meetings
e Guest accommodations

Finally, with the blessings of Khilafat and support by Our Respected Ameer Sahib, we were able
to sign a contract for a property in Colebee for $1.31 million on a land block of 651 SqM,
double story 5 bedrooms house and 5 minutes’ drive (1.5 km) from Masjid Baitul Huda. This
property will meet our requirements for the near future, however, will have to look for acreage
in the longer term to meet long term requirements e.g. National Ijtema where attendance will
exceed well above the capacity of this venue in future.

Huzur-e Anwar approved name of this Guest House as “Darus-Salam”.

Ansar members generously donated for the purchase of this property while Jama’at also
provided us loan of payable in 4 years.

3. Tajneed

i)  Currently, we have 32 Majalis (last year 28) with a Tajneed of 894 members (last year
858 Members). It is expected to reach 1000 by 1% January 2024, Insha Allah. Regular
update was undertaken by Qaid Sahib Tajneed during the year to update Ansarullah
Tajneed.

Maijalis reports were moved to electronic form last year and continued in 2022 and,
Alhamdulillah, working well. However, we are looking forward to seeking state of the
Art reporting tools so automate the whole reporting system which inter-alia include
reports to Markaz, Qa’ideen reports, progressive results of Alm-e Inami & best
Regions competition.

Individual members’ reports, Nazimeen A’la and Qa’deen reports are also
functioning well.

The National Aamla meetings are held on regular basis; minutes are recorded and
approved. Till date, 11 National Aamla meetings have been held excluding separate
meetings with Zuama and Nazimeen A’la Regions and Qaideen. Attendance in
National Aamla meetings has been about 95%, alhamdulillah.

A proper office exists for Majlis Ansarullah Australia.
Majlis exists and 22 Majalis obtained approval of their Aamla.

Respected Ameer Sahib inaugurated our newly built and renovated office in April
2022. We are humbled and grateful to Our Respected Ameer Sahib for his continued
support. Total cost on this renovation and furniture was about $18,000.

Qaideen are allocated workstations with access to computers and internet to review
Majalis reports and provide comments.

All Majalis obtained approval of their Aamla for the year 2022-23.

Maijalis reports continued on Google Forms under which monthly reports based on
individual reports are submitted to Umoomi. Analyses of data based on these reports
has become simple. This year again, with the grace of Allah, all Majalis submitted
their monthly reports to Umoomi regularly for which they deserve appreciation. Thus
marking 100% receipts of reports throughout the year. These reports were duly
acknowledged by the Department and comments thereon forwarded to Majalis for
improvement. Separate soft files are maintained for each Maijlis. Reports submitted
by Majalis are automatically routed to Qa’ideen who may then review these reports
and provide comments as necessary.

National Aamla members also submitted their monthly reports thereby marking
100% receipt of their reports.

This achievement mainly owes to Qa’id Umoomi’s efforts

Similarly, Ansarullah continues using its email system for National Aamla, Nazimeen
A’la Regions and Zuama Majalis which facilitates all correspondence through this
system.

As such, Ansarullah Website www.ansar.org.au has been updated this year. Events,
Fortnightly Bulletins of Ansarullah and Quarterly Ansarullah Magazine are also
uploaded regularly.

The monthly reports on National level are submitted to Huzur-e Anwar regularly on
time.

At the beginning of the year, Majlis Ansarullah Australia held a National level
Refresher course with main session in Khilafat Hall of Masjid Baitul Huda while inter-
State members attended in their Centres and joined Online. The attendance was
90%. In the Refresher course, members were briefed about the nature and
responsibilities of various departments along with how to ensure implementation.

Since COVID restrictions are over, National Refresher Course will be held face to face
in February 2023 with all Nazimeen A’la and Zuama joining in person at Head
Quarters, Insha Allah.

A Year Planner for the year 2022 was prepared at the Central level and circulated
after approval. This planner was religiously followed throughout the year to hold
activities as planned. Similarly, in order to provide pre-planning opportunity to our
National Aamla members, Zuama and Nazimeen A’la for next year, Year Planner 2023
has also been prepared. Calendar is regularly updated on our Website.

All 6 Regions of Majlis Ansarullah Australia successfully held their annual Iljtema
during the year 2022.

Alm-e Inami competition is held every year based on specific performance criterions.
Alm-e Inami for the year 2021 was won by Majlis Morphett Vale, South Australia with
Maijlis Berwick, Victoria as Runner Up.

As per our practice, 25 Khuddam joining Ansarullah were welcomed at the beginning
of the year. Another 25 Khuddam joining Ansar as on January 1, 2023 will be
welcomed in Ansarullah through a Welcome Dinner on 11t February 2023..

Department of Saf-e Doem

One Major event was held during the year under Department of Saf Dom. The
members under 47 organized a National General Meeting on Sunday 31 July 2022.
Agenda of this meeting was the use of cycling and exercise. Naib Sadr Saf Dom
delivered a speech emphasizing on use of Bicycles while Khaksar delivered
concluding speech highlighting medical benefits of cycling. 190 members
attended this National General Meeting.

Due to continuous encouragement to buy and use bicycles, Saf-e Doem Ansar
members now phave 176 bicycles for which a Database is maintained and
members encouraged to ride bicycles regularly. 32 members use bicycles
regularly.

Tarbiyyat

Post pandemic, we have been struggling to bring our members back to the mosques.
More emphasis was laid during the year on contacts with Majalis and members
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through home visits. Office holders’ attendance also needs health check. WE are
making all efforts to improve attendance in the mosques though progress is taking
time.

b) 795 Ansar (89%) regularly offer 5 daily prayers while 56% (L/Y 651 -76%) offer at least
one prayer in congregation

c) 17 Maijalis held regular Tarbiyyat general meetings (mostly online) with 46% (L/y
66%) members attending.

d) 725 (81%) Ansar members watch Friday sermon of Huzur-e Anwar regularly, while
661 (74%) watch MTA with family.

e) We held two Ashra Tarbiyyat during the year with 16 Majalis participating

g) Home visits were done in 18 Majalis

h) In order to encourage a healthy competition among the Regions, best region shield
continues to run for Tarbiyyat, Talim, Tabligh, Mal and Umoomi based on pre-set
standards.

This year Best Region title was won by South Australia Region for Tarbiyyat, Talim, Tabligh and
Umoomi whereas Mal was won by Region Queensland.

7. Maal (Finance)

Maijlis Ansarullah budget for the year 2022 stood at $253,000. This is expected to reach $350,000
in 2023. 100% of the budget has already been collected for which Majalis deserves Jazakallah for
their efforts. 16 Majalis have already submitted their annual budget 2023 whiles are being
pursued. The share of Markaz is being deposited on regular basis and is fully paid up to 2021.
The audit of all Majalis up to December 31, 2021 and Head Quarters up to June 30, 2022 has
been completed.

All expenses are regularly monitored against the budget. Detailed of income and expenses are
presented to National Aamla on monthly basis.

Maijlis Ansarullah continues its efforts on searching a property for its future use though under
exponentially rising property prices, the project seems challenging.

8. Tabligh

A Broad based Tabligh Scheme was prepared at the outset of 2022 and circulated to all Majalis
after recommendation of National Aamla and reviewed by Huzur-e Anwar. The scheme included
annual collective and individual Tabligh targets for Majalis and individuals.

Majlis Ansarullah Australia launched Digital Tabligh through FaceBook in March last year. This
campaign is highly successful as the message of peace was spread to over 95,000 people while
over 52,000 people visited our page. Similarly, 67 books i.e. Pathway to Peace and Like of
Muhammad were requested by the people and sent through post at their given addresses.

Maijlis Plympton, South Australia was able to get one Bait through the efforts of their regular
Tabligh Stalls and visits to Suburban villages.
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A refresher course was also organized in order to prepare National Aamla to achieve targets
listed in the scheme.

In accordance with the Majlis Shura proposals, scheme of Dayan-e Khasoosi introduced in 2020
was strengthened this year by monthly training courses. 94 Dayaan registered for this special
Tabligh efforts’ scheme were trained.

8 Quran Exhibitions were held mainly in South Australia in which 45 guests attended. As such
contact with Buddhist, Sikh and Hindu communities was established.

During the year, 256 Tabligh stalls were held by 18 Majalis. In addition, Majlis Ansarullah had
visited 24 country towns for Tabligh. Accordingly, over 25,699 peace pamphlets were
distributed.

. Talim

A comprehensive annual Talim syllabus in Urdu and English was prepared and distributed among
Majalis. Monthly books are also prescribed from the writings of the Promised Messiah (AS).

Quarterly Talim exam papers continued online with MCQs' in English and Urdu. Option to submit
in print was also provided to the members. This year, we reached collection of 537 Talim Papers
in one quarter which is the highest collection of Talim papers in Australia. Ove 1800 papers were
collected for the four quarters of 2022 which again is a record.

10. Taleem-ul-Quran & Waqf-e Aarzi

Taleem-ul-Quran & Wagqgf-e Aarzi plan for the year 2021 was prepared at the start of the year.
Ansar members were pursued to undertake Waqf-e Aarzi. Accordingly, 10 members submitted
their Wagf-e Aarzi requests during the year and went for the Wagqf-e Aarzi during the year.

Maijlis Ansarullah launched an online weekly Tarjumatul Quran Class and Qaid Sahib made
concerted efforts. The class continued successfully continued until June with 30 members on an
average attending. Accordingly, 120 Quran classes were held with an average attendance of 148.
13 Quran seminars were held with average attendance of 60 members.

300 members completed one round of reading Holy Quran during the month of Ramazan with
100% Majalis representation.

647 members (72%) of Ansar recite Holy Quran on daily basis while 380 (42%) read Holy Quran
with translation.

11. Wasaya

Collaborative efforts were made during the year to increase the number of Moosian in Majlis
Ansarullah. For this purpose, the primary focus was made on office bearers to become Moosi.
Alhamdulillah, 28 out of 32 (88%) of our National Aamla and Nazimeen A’la Regions are Moosi.
Alhamdulillah. On an overall basis, 465 (52%) of Ansar members are now Moosi. 2 new members
were included the system of Wasiat during the year.
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Out of total number of Moosi members, 353 (76%) are employed.

12. Charity activities (lesar)

i) Maijlis Ansarullah held 5 charity events this year in which funds aggregating $6,000 were
collected by registration and sale of foods. The funds so collected were donated to
AMMA, Humanity First and flood affectees in Pakistan.

ii) In accordance with the guidance from the Markaz, “Feed the Hungry” program continued
this year also. Accordingly, 122 events held under this program in which 349 members

participated providing food packs to the homeless and other members of the community.

iii) Maijlis Ansarullah Australia held Clean-Up Australia Day in March 2021 on a limited scale
45 Ansar members participated.

iv) Majlis Ansarullah Australia also encouraged its members to donate blood for Red Cross
Blood Donation Drive. Accordingly, 8 blood and 15 Plasma donations were given by Ansar
members during the year.

V) Tree plantation could not be held this year due to government restrictions on gathrerings.

vi) Australia Day participation by Ansar stood at 225.

vii) 365 Collective Waqgar-e Amal held during year in which 85 members attended spending
about 1,095 hours.

viii)  Majlis Ansarullah also participated in various other events, a few of them are given here:

ix) Ansarullah are encouraged to visit nursing homes and elders who are sick as a part of
serving humanity. More than 795 sick & elderly members were visited outside Jama’at.

13. Ishaat

This year again, by the Grace of God Almighty, Azzujajah, quarterly Ansarullah Magazine has
been published and distributed to Ansar members regularly. In addition, a fortnightly Bulletin
“Al-Ansar” of Maijlis Ansarullah Australia could not be published, however, it is being reactivated
from January 1, 2023.

14. Tehrik-e Jadid & Waqf-e Jadid

90% of Ansar members are included in these blessed Tehrikat. Ansarullah contribution this year
stood at 1/3™ of the total budget of Australia Jama’at as the respective Qai’"deen made concerted
efforts to ensure that our contribution is well above 1/3™ .

15. Sehate Jismani

Sports events were held during local and National Ijtema. Regular weekly sports are arranged in

South Australia and Sydney. 435 members do regular exercise.
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17. 1st European Sadraan Refresher Course

Khaksar after seeking gracious approval from Huzur-e Anwar, attended two day Refresher
Course held in Frankfurt, Germany on 1%t and 2" of October. This was first of its kind where all
Sadraan Majlis Ansarullah from Europe got together. It proved to be a good opportunity to
interact with all Sadraan and listen to their presentations.

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Report on 15t Refresher Course

A two-day Refresher Course for all National Presidents of Majlis Ansarullah of European
Countries was held in Masjid Baitul Wahid, Hanau, Frankfurt, Germany on 1t and 2" October
2022.

The Refresher Course was first of its kind and was arranged under the specific approval of
Huzur-e Anwar (May Allah be his Helper) ' Hosting for this Refresher Course was assigned to Maijlis
Ansarullah Germany who made impressive arrangements for pick & drop from/to airport,
accommodation, Ziafat (food cooking & service), Hall set-up, Registration and winding up etc.

Masjid Baitul Wahid was chosen as the venue to host the 1st Refresher Course for European
Presidents. This is beautifully built mosque in Hanau located on the outskirts of Frankfurt
which can accommodate around 500 people. The accommodation arrangements for all
participants were made in the Ansarullah Guest House (four-Story building) located next to
Masjid Baitus Subuh, Frankfurt. This Masjid also serves as the National Head Quarters for
Jama’at Ahmadiyya Germany.

Khaksar also attended the above-mentioned Refresher Course after obtaining approval from
Huzur-e Anwar (May Allah be his Helper) - Khaksar arrived in Frankfurt in the evening of 30t
September 2022, reached Masjid Baitus Subuh after an hour drive and settled for
accommodation in Ansarullah Guest House.

The 1% session started next morning on Saturday 1°t October 2022 at 10:30 am and chaired
by Respected Abdul Khalique Talagdar Sahib, Assistant Private Secretary (Ansar Section) who
had travelled from London to supervise and Chair the Refresher Course.

It comes after an earthquake hit Indonesia's main island of Java on Monday, killing scores
of people and injuring hundreds.”
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These were some kf the harrowing headlines that were being relayed across the BBC. It
was a significant Earthquake but the location didn't seem all too familiar. There was
something about it that people couldn't quite lay their finger on.

Many Ahmadis across the globe might think that the name Solomon Islands rings a bell.
And they would be right. Whereas a few months ago they would have no idea what this
insignificant archipelago was - when the Khalifa mentioned this island's name with his
blessed lips, he practically put it on the map. What a beautiful miracle this was for this
nation (Qaum) of 700,000 strong.

Huzoor-e-Anwar (ABA)stated in his Friday Sermon of 4th November 2022 whilst talking
about Tehreek-e-Jadid:

She
replied, ‘No, | have made a promise to God Almighty that | would donate this amount, so
count it for this year.’ Thus, upon her request a new list was prepared and the centre was
informed of this late into the night.”
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This woman is an astonishing example for all the inhabitants of the Pacific. $1000 is a
significant amount and an extraordinary sacrifice; even people on mainland Australia
struggle for such an amount. But it was this woman's strong resolve and the promise she
had with her Allah that was the driving force. That force of conviction of faith which is
unparalleled in this universe. Hence, she knew she would most definitely pay it this year
no matter what. Change the lists if you must. Next year we shall make another pledge
with our Allah.

And day by day she is witnessing the blessings for her Lord being showered upon her for
her sacrifice. Her Poultry farm is flourishing and gaining success even in this post-COVID
times.

The people of Solomon Islands also have the realisation in them that it was merely
through the sheer blessings of this scheme that they too were blessed to have a Murabbi,
to have a Mission established in truly one of the corners of the Earth. Hence the product-
country of Tehreek-e-Jadid has the wish and feels the sense of duty to nurture and
contribute to Tehreek-e-Jadid itself.
